Steel Wall Sleeves
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Plain end steel wall sleeves are employed (with rubber
sealing link arrangements) to provide a watertight seal
around pipe penetrations through concrete walls. When
compressed the rubber links expand to fill the annular space
between the outside of the carrier pipeand theinside surface
of thewall sleeve. Steel wall collars are attached to the OD
of the sleeve by means of continuous automatic arc welding
to achieve a watertight seal.
